KS1 Veg Hunter Champions (With help from teachers and school staff) 

First ask your teacher who your catering team are and go and 
say hello to them. You can tell them all about the role of the 
Veg Hunter Champion.  

As a Veg Hunter Champion, your job is to help make vegetables fun at school. 
You will do this with some help from the school staff. 

You don’t have to do everything yourself – adults are there to help you.

Your job is to: Help everyone feel excited about trying vegetables 

With help from adults, you can work with the catering team if they are happy to 
help you can:  

• Find out which vegetables are on the menu 
Adults can help you plan special veg days when these vegetables are served. 

• Celebrate veg days 
Give out stickers, smiles and encouragement when pupils try the veg. 

• Talk about the Great Veg Vote
